1. Registration check-in begins at 9:00 AM on Thursday, September 16 at the Wolfetrap.
2. Directions to the Wolfetrap are available via link from the website, https://www.nhbm.org/the-regatta/.
3. All participants are requested to have their boats at the Wolfetrap in time to be registered and inspected
by 4.00 PM Thursday. (the earlier the better)
4. Limited parking will be available immediately adjacent to the Wolfetrap. One vehicle in this area per
boat please.
Other parking will be available a short walk from the pits. Limited motor home/camper parking will be
available, please let us know of your need when you register.
5. The hot pits will be open to the public during the lunch break on Friday and Saturday; all
drivers/owners are requested to be at their boats as much as possible during this time to answer questions
and sign autographs!
6. Dinner/social hour will begin at 6:00 PM each evening Wednesday through Saturday.
Two tickets for the awards dinner are included in the registration fee for each boat registered. A limited number of
extra tickets will be available for purchase at a cost of $35.00. There are activities for early arrivals on Wednesday!
7. The pit area will be guarded on Thursday and Friday nights. Please plan to leave your boat in the pits until the
event ends on Saturday afternoon.
